Pursuant to the National Constitution dated June 19, 1965;

Pursuant to Decision No.3 – QLVNVH/QD dated 14 June 1965 of Armed Force of Republic of Vietnam on establishing the National Leadership Committee;
Pursuant to Decree No. 001-a/CT/LDQG/SL dated June 19, 1965 and relevant documents on assignment of members of the Central Executive Committee;

Pursuant to Decree No. 33-GD dated 19 September, 1949 on appointing Minister of National Education;

Pursuant to the recommendation of General Commissioner of Social Culture, cum Commissioner of Education;
DECREES


Article 1: It is hereby decided to establish a National University located in Phong Dinh Province named “CAN THO INSTITUTE”.

Article 2: CAN THO INSTITUTE consists of all faculties as does the National University and colleges necessary for the development of the West in Economy and Society Sectors.


Article 3: Within one month from the date of signing this Decree, a Committee consists of University Professors, Officials, Intellectual people in the West will be formed by the Ministry of Education as suggested by The Government Representatives and President of Saigon Institute. This committee is responsible to survey to see the needs of the people in the West, and identifies the priority in opening Faculties and Colleges, and to build a long-term development plan as well as to predict necessary conditions for Can Tho Institute.


Article 4: Classes for first-year students of Literature, Science and Law will be opened right at the beginning of the first academic year of 1966-1967.


Article 5: The finance for these above classes will be provided by the State Budget (Based on the Special Chapter).


Article 6: General Commissioner of Social Culture, cum Commissioner of Education and The Western Government are responsible to implement this Decree, each in accordance with his portion of duties.
